GOSPEL REFLECTION

The Canaanite Woman - Jesus’ unresponsiveness to this
woman may strike us as uncharacteristic or shocking. Yet in
Matthew’s Gospel, Jesus’ ministry is directed primarily to the
people of Israel. At only a very few points, such as the one
found in today’s Gospel, do we find Jesus anticipating the later
Christian ministry to the rest of the world.

Behind Matthew’s text we can hear this early Christian
community’s struggle to understand how God’s selection of
Israel is consistent with two events: Israel’s rejection of Jesus
and the Gentiles’ acceptance of Jesus. Just as Jesus was
surprised by the faith expressed by the Canaanite woman, so
too the first Christians were surprised that the Gentiles would

receive the salvation God offered through Christ.
